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The South Carolina Peach Festival exists to celebrate our state’s peach
heritage, honor and support local farmers, and strengthen our community
through family-friendly traditions. We are committed to showcasing local

businesses, fostering tourism, and creating memorable experiences that
bring people together, while helping generate revenue that supports the

growth and vitality of our community.




The South Carolina Peach Festival traces its roots to 1976, when a small “Peach Day"” fundraiser
was organized to support the financially struggling Cherokee County Chamber of Commerce.
Encouraged by its success, organizers pursued a formal charter, granted in 1977, paving the
way for the first official South Carolina Peach Festival. Held almost annually since 1978, the
festival quickly distinguished itself through peach-themed contests, family activities, and
ambitious promotional ideas aimed at casting Gaffney and Cherokee County in a positive light
during a period of economic development.

A major turning point came in 1978, when festival leaders attempted to break a Guinness
World Record by baking the world’s largest edible peach pie. Though never officially
authenticated, the 25V2-foot pie—made with 20,000 locally grown peaches—cemented the
festival's reputation for bold gimmicks. Subsequent efforts included a planned peach
milkshake in 1980 and Peach Jello in 1982, both ultimately canceled due to safety and
logistical challenges. Despite these setbacks, the festival continued to grow.

Entertainment became a defining feature of the festival during the 1980s and 1990s, as
organizers successfully booked nationally known performers. Rising stars such as George
Strait (1984), Garth Brooks (1990), and Travis Tritt (1990) appeared early in their careers, while
artists like Reba McEntire, George Jones, and Tammy Wynette drew record crowds in the
years that followed. The festival also diversified beyond country music, notably hosting
Motown legends The Four Tops in 2005, whose Peach Beach performance became one of the
largest-attended events in festival history.

Entering the 21st century, the South Carolina Peach Festival continued to evolve, welcoming
mMajor contemporary acts and expanding its slate of attractions. In 2023, Grammy-winning
artist Lainey Wilson performed at Lake Whelchel before a crowd of more than 7,000,
underscoring the festival's lasting relevance. Alongside concerts, the event has featured
parades, celebrity appearances, daredevil stunts, film productions, and community traditions,

helping the Peach Festival endure into its sixth decade as one of South Carolina’s most
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recognizable summer celebrations.
